Wadding -a layer of insulation between fabrics
Right side - When instructions mention the "right side" of fabric, they are talking about the "printed" or "pretty" surface of the fabric. 
Hem - the very bottom, folded edge of a piece of clothing
Mock- up – a 3D model (practice go) 
Seam allowance – extra fabric added on to join
