Chronological – order in which events occurred

Duration - the time during which something continues 

Emperor – a sovereign ruler of an empire

Invader - a person or group that invades a country, region, or other place

Source - a place, person, or thing from which something originates or can be obtained

Democracy – a system of government where leaders are elected through votes
