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· For the bulb to light, the circuit must be a complete loop. A open switch will stop the circuit from being complete.

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Conductors: A material that allows the flow of electricity 
Insulators: A material that does not allow the flow of electricity 
Electrical appliance: a piece of equipment that is powered byelectricity 
Mains Electricity: electricity that powers appliances which are plugged in rather than battery operated.
